I have read many novels that represent genocide, I think this one takes care of teen readers with her beautiful verse and eagle character to protect the young characters. There are many characters narrating the story, and, for me, this made the first 135 pages quite laborous. I had to constantly refer back to the "cast of characters," which I think may not have been necessary if the author chose the eagle as the narrator or perhaps one character and the eagle. In other novels that tell a story of genocide, the author has to make decisions about how to represent the atrocities, and I think Walrath's use of the eagle to describe the violence from above was helpful in distancing the reader from the young Armenian siblings in the story. This one is definitely for middle school. While teachers don't have to worry about drugs, sex, or language with this one, they do have to consider potential trigger warnings because the main character is sick and is struggling to figure out how he wants to live out the rest of his life. He is keenly aware of time and decides to go out on his own to climb a mountain. Mark is a clever character with a lot of attitude and anger but with a soft side that we hear as he interacts with his dog, Beau, and a few characters along the way. <br/><br/>Gemeinhart has a unique strategy for telling the story; he has half chapters. The first part is told by Mark, and then the second is told in third person, so we get a glimpse of what is going on back home as he is making his way to the mountain. In these half chapters, we see that the story is about family, friendship, sickness, dying, and trying to honor the promises that we make to others but especially the promises we make to ourselves. 0

While some reviews suggest this book is more geared toward adult readers, I disagree. I have read many novels that represent genocide, I think this one takes care of teen readers with her beautiful verse and eagle character to protect the young characters.  That said, I do think middle and high school readers do need to be patient. This is not a fast moving, plot driven book. There are many characters narrating the story, and, for me, this made the first 135 pages quite laborous. I had to constantly refer back to the "cast of characters," which I think may not have been necessary if the author chose the eagle as the narrator or perhaps one character and the eagle. In other novels that tell a story of genocide, the author has to make decisions about how to represent the atrocities, and I think Walrath's use of the eagle to describe the violence from above was helpful in distancing the reader from the young Armenian siblings in the story.  (The eagle reminded me of the narrator in The Book Thief sort of watchin0
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For upper middle and high schoolers. It's about gang life in the projects, family, hopelessness, poverty, and growing up. but it is really about surviving. Strasser did his research to imagine DeShawn's life from from 12 to 28, but I was always aware of the author's voice rather than getting lost in the narrator's telling. There was a didacticism to the story that felt more like the author's project than the narrator reflecting on lessons learned.  That said, I do see this book as a powerful book group text for students mature enough (or experienced enought) to make sense of the graphic details and be a little critical of the book's representation of gang life and the projects. I'd also encourage readers to do further inquiry into the facts that begin each chapter regarding the history of housing projects. This book will start an important social justice conversation.0

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The audience for this book is upper elementary , but I can see middle schoolers  enjoying this book. It is very much a storytelling experience the narrator speaks directly to the reader. For that reason, I enjoyed the experience of being told a story, knowing the narrator was taking me through the robot's adventure of a year on an island. It is a story about community, belonging, survival, and, above all, what it means to be alive and co-exist, which is where I think the middle school readers come in. The intersection of natural and artificial intelligence in this narrative creates gaps for inquiry.0

There is a little bit of drinking involved, but for the most part this is a good story that we may have imagined from tabloids about conjoined twins, that we may have seen images of and spectacularized because these are lives unfamiliar to us. There is a danger with books that tackle the unfamiliar, that they position the reader as a voyeur, and this does but by calling attention to it and humanizing the sisters and their family; it is told in verse, which made it a quick read, but maybe too quick toward the end. I'll share this with many students and look forward to rich discussions.0

For middle and high school readers. A memoir of one girl's story from Kabul to Wheaton with the help of World Relief, a story that recognizes the complexity of war, explores the trauma of surviving, and expresses gratitude for the generosity and kindness of strangers. For middle and upper middle school students without hesitation. This is a story about family, parenting, sisters, friendship, loyalty, and crushes, but it is really a story about understanding the complexities of family. Apple's mom left her with her Nana when Apple was just three years old. Apple's mom returns when Apple is fourteen -- a time of turmoil and hormones and friendships and, well, just figuring out stuff while all your friends are, too. It is a quick read without any deep complexities, but woven into the narrative are beautiful poems that help Apple (and readers) reflect on fears, disappointment, and our loves. I knew, right away, into which students' hands and hearts I wanted to share this story.0
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I listened to this one.15 miles of running with a haunting story of siblings making sense of a life without parents, working as the help in an isolated home bullied by a fierce tree and night gardener. I loved listening because the dialogue of the two siblings is read with an Irish accent. I heard bits of Dicken and Grimm and Geiman. just a fun read with themes of greed and family that I wish I could read aloud to students-- guess I'll work on my Irish accent.0

A familiar read. I felt like I was hearing a hint of Scout's voice in the narration and that Toby, a WWI vet, was a cross between Boo Radley and Tom. Annabelle ' s dad had gumption and integrity like Atticus. This story was set in the 1940s, though, unlike To Kill a Mockingbird. For middle school readers who love pastoral scenes, it's a story about a bully who goes too far, about living with trauma, about shame, about judging/misjudging others, about lies and truth, about family. This is not really a WW2 novel, so don't look for dates, maps, events -- though the time period is important to the narrative. There's nothing wrong with familiar narratives. Annabelle 's voice kept me turning the pages as we, together, made sense of the "things from which refuge was impossible." 0

For upper middle and high school, even adults who did or still do struggle with depression. The fact that Stork processes his own experiences through his character Vicky adds credibility to the narrative. There were parts where I found the dialogue unnatural, but this seemed to improve as the characters spent more time together. This is a story about depress, hospitalization, group therapy, family, and grief, but also healing.0

For upper middle and high school readers, especially boys. It's about regret, accidents, forgiveness, friendship, acceptance, remembering, resilience. The story is the journey of three boys who escaped a group home but find their own path into the past to heal.  I was a little put off by De La Pena's treatment/characterization of the black character, but I loved the bromance that developed among the three teen characters.0
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Genocide doesn't have a starting or stopping point. And genocide cannot be isolated to one geographic location. Atrocities push people from their homes and pull t"people  and their trauma into nearby lands. These people are forgotten until someone tells their story. I find most powerful the stories written by survivors, but this story comes from someone who served Cambodians in Thailand's refugee camps as survivors redefined family and home and dared to imagine a life beyond the camps. Read this now and think about all the people in our world living in camps due to the actions and inaction of the international community.0

The book has an important cultural reference to story-telling, that stories are alive and, in some cultures, should not be written; however, written stories can be testimony and one way for distant others to bear witness. So if you are going to write and share a story, you have an ethical responsibility to do it carefully, and I'm not sure this book treats the subject of genocide with the same care as storytelling -- equating genocide with bullying. Middle school readers can handle a little more nuance.0
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I pulled copies of this book from a colleague's forgotten book box at our junior high. I decided to ask a group of students  in one of my classes to read it with me-- a short book, not a big I investment of time. Indeed, I read this in just a couple hours, but it is an investment of emotion, compassion, sympathy. I can't say empathy, for I don't know the anguish of witnessing this ordeal with my own child. What a gift Gunther has given us, though. He relived his loss for us (and him) so that we may know his son. Readers carry the story of Johnny's will to survive and a life lost to cancer. I can imagine but I hope never to know cancer.0

I applaud the author in taking on cutting and representing the compulsion in such detail. I think some parts may be triggers for readers, so read with caution.  I struggled with the apocalypse horsemen parts and how the author intended to use War as a trope of healing or ambivalence or revenge. I get there is an internal struggle and bleeding can be a release, but the refugee camp scene was not woven in well with the conversations among the horsemen -- it seemed like there was a message about egoism and altruism along with the more obvious "balance" among the horsemen, but I wasn't so sure if Missy was intended to embody that same struggle, and if she was, then I wasn't sure how/why Missy was "the one."  Having fantasy alongside this very real disorder needs much more attention in plot construction (like my review of Mosley's 47- historical and sci-fi) . 0

I had fun reading this  with my niece and nephew. It was great looking at the pictures - pointing out Goldy's bad luckI. We learned about congee and turnip cakes and Chinese New Year, but I mostly appreciated Goldy's efforts to apologize for her intrusions.0

Read this one today with my niece and nephew, too. I love the beautiful setting of the story with the water around the house on the hill and the cars driving up the mountain. I think the tiger was a little scary even for me, but I loved the boy's imagination.0

Loved Norm and feel blessed to know so many students who have Norm's compassion for himself and for others. It is beautiful to read about a family communicating, noticing each other's struggles and triumphs as they imagine their family with one less hand (I say it with love not to be crass). I believe literature is as much about representing what is as representing what can be -- helping us find the words and imprinting in our minds what we'd like to be, to do, to say. M. J. Auch does this. In the audio version, there is an interview with the author and her husband, who inspired Norm's story and one-handed catch -- listen.0
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I enjoyed much of this story but struggled with sci-fi alongside slavery. Human beings were/are quite capable of recognizing that there is no master of humans without an alien telling us so. Still, I was turning the pages wondering how Mosley would pull all the threads through the narrative.0
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I had a recess in my stomach for most of the book. I realize there are some issues with the portrayal of Asperger's, but my aesthetic response was undeniable. It is not graphic,which makes the content accessible;still, it's horrifying and frustrating to witness Anke's ambivalence toward her father. I think the volleyball parts will appeal to athlete-readers and that this would be a great read for a book group. It's timely given Erin's Law.0

For middle and high school, for that reader who has a compassionate heart or the reader whose heart needs a little softening. Ben Mikaelsen's prose, author of Touching Spirit Bear, appeals to the eighth grade students I teach making the Mayan culture, tensions between Spanish and indigenous peoples,  and aspects of the war accessible to students (and adults who, as I, were unaware of the U.S. involvement in the conflict). I think the novel opens the conversation about globalization for young readers to consider how U.S. policies and consumerism are part of a global economy(e.g., United Fruit Company, School of Americas). <br/><br/>The gaps in the narrative, places where the reader is somewhat confused about the conflict between the soldiers and the guerrillas, are important in any account of a genocide -- so Mikaelsen does this well.
